3. There is no restriction as to the choice of the college or university or to the student’s intended
major. The student must be accepted by a degree-granting, accredited institution.

4. In order for an application to be complete, it must be accompanied by:

A. An official transcript from the high school or college.

B. A letter of recommendation from an instructor or teacher.

C. Essay: answer the following question in a well-developed paragraph(s)
“Why is higher education an important goal in your life?”

5.  All completed applications will be considered by a committee of evaluators on the basis of the
following percentage system:

Academic Achievement 50%
Extra-curricular activities and voluntary service 20%
Esszay 20%
Letter of Recommendation 1096

6. The scholarship award will be sent directly to the recipient after the start of the school year
upon acknowledgement from the college or university that the recipient has matriculated.

7. Arecipient may apply for a renewal award by submitting a letter requesting consideration of a
renewal and a copy of his‘her current year’s college transcript. Instead of submitting essay as in
4C above, subject should pertain to the experiences and influences of the past college year.

8. Ahepa family member must be a member in good standing for at least one year prior to
scholarship application.

9. Deadline Date — May 1. Any application received after this date will not be considered.
All applicants will be notified by June 1st of the committee’s decision.
